AUGUST is the MONTH DEVOTED to the IMMACULATE HEART of MARY 
 

 On June 13, 1917, a beautiful Lady appeared to 3 shepherd children in Fatima, Portugal. She told Lucia 
that Jesus wanted to use her to establish in the world, devotion to Her Immaculate Heart, and that to whomever 
embraced the devotion, she promised salvation.  
 On July 13, the Lady appeared again, and Lucy asked Her to tell the little shepherds who she was, and 
to work a miracle so everyone would believe she was appearing. The Lady told her that in October she would 
appear again, to say who she was, what she wanted, and to perform the requested miracle (later known as the 
“Miracle of the Sun”). Lucy said the Lady then opened Her hands and the 3 children saw the earth as a sea of 
fire into which demons and souls in human form plunged like burning embers raised into the air by flames from 
within themselves, falling back on every side like sparks, amid shrieks and groans of pain and despair. The Lady 
told them that this was hell where the souls of poor sinners go and that to save them, God wished to establish 
in the world, devotion to Her Immaculate Heart. She told them: “If what I say to you is done, many souls will be 
saved … I shall come to ask for … the Communion of Reparation on the First Saturdays “.  
 In October, the Lady appeared, identified herself as IMMACULATE HEART OF MARY, and the Miracle 
of the Sun occurred. And so, the First Saturday’s Devotion to the Immaculate Heart of Mary was begun for the 
salvation of souls, a direct request to us by the Immaculate Heart of Mary.  
 COME, ENTER INTO THIS DEVOTION AT ST. MARY MAGDALENE PARISH THE FIRST 
SATURDAYS OF EACH MONTH. COME, TAKE AND PRAY THE CONSECRATION TO THE IMMACULATE 
HEART OF MARY AVAILABLE ON THE TABLE ACROSS FROM THE SIDE ALTAR OF ST. JOSEPH (front 
left side of St. Dunstan’s Church).
